Green Building Challenge
A Competition for South Bay Buildings and Businesses

Program Overview

The South Bay Cities Green Building Challenge is a free online competition for
commercial buildings and business in the South Bay, designed to drive sustainable
actions, while providing recognition opportunities. Through the Challenge, businesses
earn points for efforts related to direct resource conservation (recycling, water or energy
conservation), as well as for completing education on sustainability topics or exploring
the financial feasibly of future upgrade projects.

The program leverages strategies and technologies used in other successful Challenges
held throughout the country (e.g. Washington DC, Houston, and Chicago) and is the first
of its kind in Southern California. To market the Challenge, the SBCCOG works with
South Bay chambers, city staff, environmental commissions, and business outreach
groups. Given the 20 year history of the SBCCOG, outreach began with long-standing
“friends of the SBCCOG,” and progressed to engagement of new relationships within the
local businesses community.

Over 80 participants have signed up for the Challenge, and the SBCCOG works closely
with them to provide information on rebates, incentive programs, and recognition. In
addition, the SBCCOG promotes the participants through media channels and to Mayors
and Legislators. An awards event will be held at the close of the Challenge in August
2016.
